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Sanganika, the Computer Science society of Deen Dayal Upadhyaya College organized a two-
day Outreach Training Program for under-privileged children of Orphanage-Asha Grih Home, 
Dwarka, under the convenorship of Dr. Anuja Soni and Dr. Sujata Khatri on 25th and 26th August, 
2022. Asha Grih children Home is working under Department of Women and Child 
Development, Govt. of NCT of Delhi to ensure a state of well-being for the weaker sections of 
society. The Outreach Training Program was organized with an objective to extend the 
educational support to the underprivileged children of orphanage and train them in basic 
computer skills.
Technical sessions were conducted in ‘Outreach Training Program’ wherein intensive and 
interactive teaching with the students of Asha Grih Children Home, Dwarka, New Delhi was 
organized.
The topics covered were basic computer fundamentals like Microsoft word, Microsoft 
Powerpoint, Google Forms, Google drive and Google docs. The primary focus was on the 
practical Hands-on Sessions where students performed different tasks on the computers under the 
guidance of the teachers. 
Day 1 started with the explanation of Microsoft word and various features which can be used on 
MS word like insert/select/delete/move text, creating bullets, page orientation, apply formatting 
constructs, setting page borders and much more. Apart from this, hands-on session was given to 
students on creating different graphical charts like pie-chart and bar graph etc. Students applied 
all these features on real life applications viz. designing certificates, creating resume etc. Day 2 



started with the creation of presentation using MS PowerPoint, where students created a 
presentation involving numerous features like adding images, bullets, slides orientation etc. This 
was followed by a hands-on session on Google Forms, Google drive and Google docs. Overall, 
the outreach program was a huge success with students gaining benefits of the basic computer 
fundamentals through intensive and interactive teaching. The participants were happy with the 
smooth conduction and organization of the program which was wrapped-up with positive 
feedback from the participants.
